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È The city of Plovdiv is the second largest city in Bulgaria and comprises approximately 500,000 residents (as of 2005 
data). It is situated in the southern part of Central Bulgaria, a distance of 130 km southeast of the countryõs capital, 
Sofia and approximately 330 km. from the black sea. A highway (E80) crossing the country from east to west is passing 
trough Plovdiv and is connecting the city with Sofia which gives the big advantage of a very easy accessible city with 
very well organised traffic and transportation system. The main road to Turkey is passing trough Plovdiv and 
continues in north to Romania.

È To the east of the city is the airport, serving cargo and charter flights.  As well the city is connected by railroad to othe r 
cities in Bulgaria and also Plovdiv has the most developed railway network all over Bulgaria. The Europeans transport 
corridors (No 4 and No 8) in south east Europe are crossing to the city ðfrom Tirana and Skopie on west to Istanbul on 
south east; from Bucharest on north to Alexandropoulos on south; and from Greece to Turkey.

È The city of Plovdiv is situated in the southern part of Central Bulgaria, a distance of some 130 km 
southeast of the countryõs capital, Sofia .



Plovdiv is the second fastest developing city in Bulgaria with 500000 inhabitants, Plovdiv is a 
mixture of different universities and cultural monuments, the international fair, the airport, 
large finance institutions, stock exchange, duty- free shops, etc. Since 2004 the city has been of 
interest to investors from all over the world.

È Plovdiv location takes a key place in the transport corridor London -Paris-Vienna ðBelgrade-
Sofia-Istanbul / West Europe -Near East/. Plovdivõs location also provides the traffic from 
West and Central Europe to the Near East and Asia, as well as the connection between the 
Adriatic Cost and the Black Sea.

È Plovdiv has an international airport, which is 12 kilometres southeast from the two major 
highways -Sofia- Burgas and Sofia-Istanbul. The airport is situated in the center of the three 
control points -control points - Greece, Turkey, Serbia and Western Europe.
